This Zinfandel is beautifully balanced
with bright acidity and chewy tannins. Look for flavors of black cherries, blackberries, and
raspberries that leads into a finish of dark chocolate and subtle earthy tones.

Whole berries were transferred to open top
fermenters to help capture bright fruit aromas and
flavors. The tanks were cold soaked for three days
then warmed and inoculated with native yeast.
Punch downs occurred in the tanks 2-3 times/day
for 10 days, allowing skin contact for color. The
wine was then drained off the skins and placed in
50% new barrels for 9 months.
